The base of the antenna system is shown in the following photos. The only part
shown isthe antenna support mast.

Thebasisfor the mount is a piece of 3/4 inch thick plywood scronged from the
garage. A pieceof 2x 6inch fir isattached toit with hinges. The2 x 6isopened
